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1. Listen with Your Ears and Your Eyes
To make sure that everyone understands the lesson, all the students will sit upright facing the
teacher during lectures. Making eye contact helps students to focus on what is being taught and

ets the teacher know that the student is paying attention.

2. Follow Directions
‘When the teacher gives instructions for activities and assignments, the students will listen and
follow the directions to the best of their abilities. If the students pay attention, instructions should

only need to be given once.

3. Keep Your Hands to Yourself
We want all of the students to be able to listen without any distractions during class, and this

includes touching the person next to you.

4. Use Positive Language
In this classroom, we want to encourage our classmates, so we will not use swear words or

negative words of any sort.

5. Be on Time
If a student walks in late, the other students are distracted from their work, disrupting the

leaming in the class.
